THE EOS PROJECT

Throughout this first semester we have discussed/will discuss several topics which have shaped America. We start with the Civil War and Reconstruction and end the semester by learning about the Great Depression and the New Deal. Covering this much history in such a short period of time can be quite an undertaking even for one who enjoys learning about history. Subsequently, it is necessary to provide students with an opportunity to be reminded of the topics discussed to this point in the school year.
The purpose of this project is for American history students to research and learn about their chosen unit.  This will be done in a group setting in which students will work together.  Although this is a group project each individual will be graded on his/her own efforts.  Those students who put forth great effort to have an exceptional project will be graded on their efforts.  A person that does little work will receive a grade accordingly.

The following guidelines are provided.

1. Each group will research and report on a unit from the following list:

2. Each group will prepare a creative presentation for the class to teach their topic.  Students must do a PowerPoint/Prezi for the teaching portion of their topic; NO NOTES MAY BE USED FOR THIS SECTION OF THE PROJECT. The goal of this section is to provide an overview to the class so that they may be reminded of what was learned during this section of the class. This section of the project should be 5-7 minutes long. A presentation shorter than five minutes will result in an overall project grade no higher than 70%.
3. Each group will prepare a hands on assignment to help the students recall what was learned during the studied era. Examples of hands on assignments include crossword puzzles, creating posters, graphic organizers, etc. This section of the project should be 5-7 minutes.
4. Finally, each group will prepare a rigorous assessment to be given to the class. The assessment should be no less than ten multiple choice questions. There can be no “easy” questions. Therefore, do not put questions like, “what color is Abraham Lincoln’s purple house”
5. This presentation will be no less than 15 minutes in length and no longer than 20 minutes. Presentations which fall outside of these time parameters will receive a failing grade for the time portion of the presentation. Students must present this in class, they are NOT allowed to prerecord the presentation. Short YouTube-type video clips are allowed, but they cannot make up more than 20% of the project.
6. The presentation must provide a quality recap of what was discussed during the respective unit. Students should check the class website and view the slides from their unit. They are not to use the slides as their presentation, but they are allowed to use them as a guide to help them recap their unit. Students should also review the Crash Course videos from their respective units. Other things that can be helpful are notes, worksheets, terms of interest, etc.
7. This project is worth 50 points.
