THE WORLD WAR II PROJECT
In order to better facilitate the learning of the major players in World War II you will do research on them and their respective roles in the lead up to the war and the war itself.  Following are the requirements.

A. Using the internet, reference materials, periodicals and any other fact based medium, research the below listed people who each had a role in World War II or the Holocaust.

B.  You must present and expound on at least three facts about your person.  For example, what were they most noted for, where did they live, why are they mentioned as a major leader in this historical event or who were the people with whom they are associated.  This list is not all inclusive; there are other things about which you can write.  Your presentation must give the students a better understanding of your researched person.

C.  You will present this to the class as a group/partnership.  Each person must have equal time speaking.  Your presentation must be at least three minutes, but should not exceed seven minutes.  These time constraints must be adhered to; too short or too long could result in a grade below passing.

The use of pictures, videos and PowerPoint is encouraged, but a video cannot do the presentation for you.  A video clip cannot exceed a quarter of your presentation; i.e. if your presentation is four minutes your video can be one minute or less; a three minute presentation may have a video of forty five seconds etc.
